Minutes from October approved.

New business –
Parish Council report- Jim reported that PC developed discernment process for 2 new members of PC.

Ushers – Ad was placed in bulletin to solicit for ushers.  Gail will put ad in Parish Newsletter.
Mass Captains – George revised the guidelines for Mass Captains.  More discussion ensued responding to Diocese letter regarding which liturgical ministers need to take the “Protecting God’s Children” class.  This issue needs to be determined at Staff meeting.  Gail will raise.  

Liturgy Planning Request Sheet – Action item from last meeting did not get discussed or institutionalized into our standing agenda.  From October meeting:  “Father Scott asked that we have a template for the different Holy Days (e.g.  Ash Wednesday) that describes number and time of Masses, # of servers and ministers, etc. since he is often asked and does not have the information.  We will try to gather that information.  We should add a standing agenda item that describes what we planned, how it went, and keep record in the minutes each month to build our record.”
Lectors/EMs – Second Lector workshop was November7.  About a third more attended.  Still have about a third who did not attend and those who did not attend do not have their books.  Distributed assessment sheet to Lectors. Speed and use of appropriate pauses was main focus.  Still no conclusion about what is the best mechanism to give feedback – peer to peer, anonymous, etc.  Peg will send a note to EMs to ask that they be prepared and check in before Mass to see if they are needed to fill in – they should have practiced, etc.
Minister attendance - They are doing better with sign – in.  Peg had data for Ministers after coordinating with Gail.  Peg will call Tom Kaiser re Lector no shows.  Gail wants to hear back from Coordinators after their conversations with Ministers.  Peg and Dave will do an exceptions list.
